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Public concerns:

Southern Health-Santé Sud staff are receiving questions from the public about how to report violations of
federal and provincial orders that pertain to COVID-19. Staff should direct callers to the appropriate
government inquiry lines below:

Government of Canada Public Inquiries

On March 26, 2020, the Government of Canada implemented an Emergency Order under The Quarantine
Act that compels anyone returning from outside of Canada to self-isolate for 14 days, whether or not
they have symptoms of COVID-19. The Government of Canada will monitor these individuals for
compliance.

If an employee receives a report or complaint about non-compliance with The Quarantine Act, they should
advise the person enquiring to contact the Government of Canada’s inquiry line:

As well, those with known exposure to an individual with COVID-19 and/or those who have tested
positive for COVID-19 must self-isolate as advised by Public Health. Public Health will monitor these
individuals for compliance. If these groups do not voluntarily self-isolate, Public Health can use legal
powers under The Public Health Act to ensure compliance.
